CATEGORIES: Original works of fine art and master craftsmanship including: oil/acrylic painting, watercolor, pastel, mixed media,
drawing, photography, printmaking, graphics, sculpture, ceramics, fiber, handwoven wearable art, wood, glass, fine jewelry, metal and
pottery. Fine Art giclee prints are acceptable. Only 25% of a booth’s contents may include offset commerical reproductions. MASS-
PRODUCED WORKS/PRINTS, WORK PRODUCED BY KITS, OR OVERTLY DEPENDENT ON COMMERCIAL PRODUCTS WILL NOT BE
ACCEPTED. Review by the Art on the Neuse Committee is not a judgement of quality of an artist’s work, simply what we choose to
include in our exhibits.
